Adelaide “Becky” Penn, 95, of Topeka, died Thursday, Aug. 16, 2012 at Lexington Park
Retirement Community. Becky was born on June 20, 1917 in Collyer KS, the daughter of
Joseph and Barbara Dreiling Weissbeck. She graduated from Meriden High School in
1936 and St. Francis School of Nursing in 1942. She served overseas in the US Army
Nurse Corp from 1942 to 1944 attaining the rank of Second Lieutenant. She married
George Penn, Jr. in Feb. of 1944. He preceded her in death on Oct. 5, 1950. She worked
at Memorial Hospital until her retirement in 1980. Becky was a member of Most Pure
Heart of Mary Church and St. Francis Nurse Alumni Assoc. She dedicated her life in
retirement to her children, grandchildren, many nieces and nephews.
