Cindy “Sindie” Louise Hillebrand, 63, formerly of Topeka, a long-time resident
of Pompano Beach, Florida, died March 30, 2015, after a long battle with
cancer. 

 

Cindy was born in Topeka, the daughter of Paul and Mary Hillebrand. She
attended Highland Park High, Class of 1970, and worked as an animal control
officer for many years, which she loved. 

 

She moved to Fort Lauderdale in 1986 and in 1992, to Pompano Beach with
her partner, Connie Moore. She and Connie were married January 15, 2015,
in Deerfield Beach, Florida. Cindy was employed by the Broward County
School District in the Transportation Department for the past 22 years; again,
a job she loved. 

 

One, if not the most important, moment in her life was her involvement, along
with the support and backing of The Willow Domestic Violence Center in
Lawrence, Kansas, in the passage of the Sexual Assault Statute of Limitations
Law. This served as her justice and as justice for many others. 

 

Surviving are her wife, Connie Moore, Pompano Beach; brother, Joe
Hillebrand (Roxie), Parsons, Kansas; sister, Margaret Brown, Muskogee,
Oklahoma; several nieces, nephews, great-nieces and great-nephews; and



cousins. She was predeceased by her father in 1977, her mother in 1996 and
her sister, Joan, in 1941.
