He loved
music, was a natural dancer, and was known to hit the dance floor all night
long.



Clint was an extrovert who loved and cared deeply for others, no matter their
uniqueness, a good man who offered free photo shoots and photos to
American Servicemen. He reached out to others in need, opening up his heart
offering acceptance and his home for those who had no place to stay. Clint
was a very sensitive soul who experienced intense personal suffering and loss
due to life circumstances beyond his control and beyond our understanding.
He valued life and wanted nothing more than to be an attentive and loving
father to his cherished son. The manner in which he left us is so tragic as it
did not reflect his true self or align with the dreams he had for his life. Please
honor Clint’s life, love and values by connecting with others in unconditional
love and acceptance.
