January 1, 1753 - April 29, 2007

Conrad F. Siess, 77, of Topeka, passed away Thurs. Apr. 26 at Plaza West Regional
Health Care Center in Topeka. He was born Feb. 20, 1930 in Seneca, the son of Conrad
and Josephine (Sudbeck) Siess, Sr. He attended grade and high school at St. Mary’s
School in St. Benedict KS. In 1948 he went into farming with his parents north of Seneca
KS. In 1953, he joined the US Army, serving in the Corp of Engineers during the Korean
Conflict. He returned to farming after being discharged in 1955. He married Leona
Nordhus on Nov. 21, 1955 at St. Mary’s Church in St. Benedict.

He was a member of Christ the King Parish in Topeka and
previously, St. Mary’s Parish in St. Benedict. He was preceded in death by a son, John D.
Siess; grandson, Jeremy Siess and a sister, Mary Ann Rottinghaus. He is survived by two
daughters, Joyce Bergman, Baileyville and Mary J. Haug, Raymore, MO; three sons,
Richard Siess, Seneca, Virgil Siess, Topeka and Mark Siess, Americus; ex-wife, Leona
Siess, Topeka; sixteen grandchildren and one great-grandchild; three sisters, Helen
Rottinghaus, Seneca, Genivive Gockel, Higginsville, MO and Josephine Rottinghaus,
Corning, KS.
