Donald E. Flynn, 96, Topeka, Kansas, passed away Saturday, December 3,
2022. 

 

Donald was born June 4, 1926, in Mayetta, Kansas, the youngest child of
Thomas and Mary McAsey Flynn. He attended Holton schools and at the age
of 17 joined the US Navy. Donald served in the Pacific Theatre during WWII
on the destroyer, USS Wedderburn. His ship was in Tokyo Bay on September
2, 1945, when the Armistice was signed ending WWII. 

 

On February 18, 1949, Donald and Doris E. Spencer were united in marriage,
enjoying 58 years together prior to her death October 16, 2007. 

 

He was presently a member of Most Pure Heart of Mary Catholic Church but
was a founding and long-time member of St. Matthew Catholic Church.
Donald was a life member of VFW Post 1367 at Holton. Donald was a barber
in Topeka for 40 years, retiring in 1991.
