
Karl Heins Glatt
November 8, 1953 - August 13, 2013

On August 11, 2013, Karl Heins Glatt, 59, of Topeka, Kansas passed away at
Stormont-Vail Hospital surrounded by his loving family. Karl had been
hospitalized following a traumatic head injury sustained during a fall at home.
Karl was born in Abilene, Kansas on November 8, 1953 to Oren and Harriet
Heins-Glatt. They survive. He graduated from Abilene High School and
Washburn University where he earned a degree in anthropology. Shortly after
graduation, Karl began his career at Southwestern Bell Telephone Company
where he remained a loyal, hardworking and dedicated employee up to his
early retirement following the diagnosis of the Multiple Sclerosis. Karl enjoyed
motorcycles, Mustangs and country music, but his greatest joy was his
grandchildren. Karl married Mary Elaine (Fisher) Mills on May 12, 1990, at
Sacred Heart Catholic Church. She survives. Other survivors include his five
daughters; Cynthia (Milton) Houseman of Biloxi MS, Lisa (Joseph) Goularte
and Kristina (Troy) Smith of Topeka KS, Laura Renee Ramsey and Lisa (Tim)
Soukup, both of Lyndon.
