Patricia Ann (O’Connell) Buhler, 79, Topeka; died September 17, 2010 after
an extended illness.

While her sons were in Hayden High school, Pat and Charlie became
a key part of the alumni and fundraising efforts at Hayden. For over 30 years,
they worked PACE auctions, bingo and concession stands. A scholarship was
created in their honor at Hayden in 2007. Pat is survived by her husband of 54
years, Charlie; her sons Paul (Sherry) Shawnee, KS, Brian (Laurie) Berryton,
KS, John, Keller, TX, David (Gwin) Topeka, KS and Mark (Becky) Greeley,
